Single Party States PowerPoint Presentation Project


Goal: 

· Each group will present their project to the class on a rule of a single-party state

· There will be two parts to this presentation – 

1. Narrative (tell us how this totalitarian state came to be)

2. Analysis (answering a Paper 2 question)

· You must include a bibliography of at least seven academic sources in MLA format at the end of your presentation

· You will each be receiving 2 assessment grades for this project 

· One for the narrative and one for the analysis

· A portion of each grade will be your partner assessment of your contribution to the project

· Completed projects will be due on January 3, 2011 @ 3 pm
· I must have an electronic copy of your PPT presentation in my email, 3 pm!!!

· All presentations received after 3 pm on 1/3/11 will start at ½ credit!!!

· Presentations will begin January 4, 2011

I will be giving you time in the media center to start your research. I suggest you review A Student’s Guide to History by Jules Benjamin (url: http://www.bedfordstmartins.com/history/benjamin/con_index.htm?res), paying particular attention to these topics: Organizing Your Research, Creating a Research Outline, Beginning Your Library Research, and Creating a Research Bibliography. You may choose to answer one of these Paper 2 question:

· Compare and contrast the rise to power of one right-wing, and one left-wing, leader of a single party or authoritarian state.

· Analyze the methods used by a totalitarian regime to maintain power.

· Discuss the successes and failures of one totalitarian leader.

· In what ways, and with what results, did one ruler use the following: religion, propaganda, and the arts?

· Compare and contrast how the status of women and minorities changed in Nazi Germany to another single-party state.

· In 1924, Stalin said: “the state is an instrument in the hands of the ruling class, used to break the resistance of the enemies of that class.” How did Stalin carry out this belief?

· In 1953, Castro declared: “History will absolve me.” To what extent do you agree with his claim?

· Using the single-party state you researched as an example, speculate on the reasons for so many single-party states in the 20th century.

There can be NO DUPLICATE EFFORTS. You must decide with your partner your first & second choices. The leader & question assignments will be FIFO (first come, first served). Please let me know ASAP.

Scoring Rubric

For the narrative:

You must include a brief history (narrative) of the rise of the leader and the context within which he rose. You must to stick to these three broad categories of analyses when presenting:

1. The Leader

2. The Historical Context

3. The Elimination of the Opposition and Rule of Regime

For the analysis:

When answering a Paper 2 question, you will need to organize your information and stick to these four concepts:

1. Origins of single-party states

a. Conditions that produce single-party states

b. Emergence of leader – aims, ideology, support

2. Establishment of single-party states

a. Methods: force, legal

b. Forms of government, ideology (left and right wing)

c. Totalitarianism, treatment of opposition

3. Rule of single-party states

a. Political, economic, and social policies

b. Role of education, the arts, the media, propaganda

c. Status of women, treatment of minorities and religious groups

4. Regional and global impact

a. Foreign policy as a means of maintaining the regime

b. Impact of the regime outside of the state (country)

c. As a factor in the Cold War

For full credit, your presentation must be organized by the following structural elements. Obviously, your research will tailor the structure your presentation. For example, if you are answering a Paper 2 question of the effects of policies, you can reflect on how the rise of the leader & his consolidation of power helped formulate these policies, but spend most of your efforts on the effects of the policies themselves.

A top scoring presentation will artfully combine the requirements of the “story-telling” with the “why this happened” …
